’09 Honors Study/Travel Program 
heading to Peru
In March 2009, the University 
Honors Program will head to Lima, 
Peru, as part of its seventh an-
nual Study/Travel Program.  The 
trip will coincide with Professor 
Anthony Quainton’s Honors 
Colloquium on Peru, 
HNRS-302-015H, “Peru: Where 
Two Worlds Meet.”

This trip continues the Honors 
tradition of a spring Colloquium 
coupled with a trip abroad.  In 
past years, Honors has traveled to 
Prague, Berlin, Bolivia, Vietnam, Beijing 
and Cairo.

Prof. Quainton, who teaches in the 
School of International Service, is a 
former U.S. ambassador to Peru and 
an expert on the country. While exact 
details for the trip are still being " nal-
ized, the March 7-15, 2009, excursion 
will provide students with an opportuni-
ty to study the indigenous and colonial 
cultures present in Peru through trips 
to the former Spanish colony’s capi-
tal, Lima, as well as to the Incan cities 
of Macchu Picchu and Cuzco.  Prof. 
Quainton and Honors Director Michael 
Mass hope to include visits with Peru-
vian leaders in the religious, political 
and secular sectors – an effort is even 
being made to schedule a meeting with 
Peruvian President Alan Garcia Perez.

The cost of the trip will be $1975, 
and will cover all airfare, lodging, in-
country transportation, museum tickets, 
all breakfasts and at least two dinners.  
Students will be responsible for some 
other meals, transportation to and from 
the airport in Washington, D.C., visa 
expenses and the airport departure 
tax in Lima. 

Priority registration for the trip to Peru 
will begin Monday, Nov. 10 for stu-
dents enrolled in the Peru Honors Col-
loquium (HNRS-302-015H).  The trip 
will be limited to 20 students.  Students 
can register for the trip in the 
University Honors Center in Hurst 206.  
A non-refundable deposit of $1,000 
will be required at the time of regis-
tration, as well as a photocopy of the 
student’s passport (though in certain 
circumstances this can be provided 
following registration).

If any spaces remain, the Peru trip 
will be open to all Honors students on 
Tuesday, Nov. 25.  Final payment for 
the trip will be due on Friday, Jan. 
23, 2009.  Though it is not required, 
students who wish to receive academic 
credit for the trip may also register for 
the one-credit course component (the 
course number and registration infor-
mation will be available in the spring).

More details on the 2009 Honors 
Study/Travel Program trip to Peru, 
including an itinerary, will be available 
shortly.  In the meantime, students with 
questions should contact the University 
Honors Program at 202-885-6194 or 
honors@american.edu.

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Top summer fellowship adds up to
big future dividends for Honors senior

Honors senior Hamissou Samari (SIS ’09) spent this past summer as a Fellow 
in the Public Policy and International Affairs/Junior Summer Institute (PPIA/
JSI) at the University of Michigan.  The PPIA/JSI Program is dedicated to 
preparing students for graduate programs in public and international affairs, 
as well as in the ! eld of public administration.  Every student chosen to par-
ticipate in the PPIA/JSI Program receives free tuition, free room and board, 
free meals and a voucher for free GRE classes – plus a $1,000 stipend.

According to Hamissou, the seven-week intensive program covered a variety 
of subjects from public policy memo writing to national and international 
health policies and intermediate microeconomics.  Another aspect of the 
PPIA/JSI Program that he enjoyed was the number of guest speakers who 

addressed the program participants during the summer.  These included Michigan Representative Steve Tobocman, former 
Ambassador Melwyn Levitsky and representatives from the Congressional Budget Of! ce.  Hamissou himself delivered a 
speech to his peers and the PPIA/JSI Program faculty.  It touched on his experiences as an immigrant helping to support his 
siblings in Togo despite limited resources, as well as his graduation from Borough of Manhattan Community College and his 
transfer to American University.  At the conclusion of the program, his peers voted Hamissou “most likely to return as a guest 
speaker” and “Speaker of the Day,” seeing him as someone who could inspire others through his personal experiences.  

As a result of his participation in the PPIA/JSI Program, Hamissou is now eligible to receive full tuition and health insurance 
bene! ts once he is accepted and enrolls in a graduate degree program.  He plans to pursue a graduate degree in 
international relations or international public economic policy and at this time is considering applying to Columbia, Duke, 
Yale and AU.

organizations, such as CommitMEN, 
Perfecting Diamonds in the Rough and 
GW’s Black Alumni Association.

Looking at his academic record and 
history of participation in student 
organizations, one might think that 
Trenton has always been a high 
achiever.  While at AU, he won 
numerous awards such as the William 
Randolph Hurst Scholarship and the 
Frank J. Luchs Memorial Scholarship.  
He gained prestige as a Ronald E. 
McNair Post Baccalureate Achievement 
Scholar and was featured as a 
commencement speaker at both his AU 
and GW graduation ceremonies. 
In fact, at GW, he was the ! rst 
African-American student speaker in 
school history to give the 
commencement address.  But, Trenton 
claims as a high school student he had 
neither excellent grades nor excellent 
scores, and was accepted to American 
University literally on a prayer.  

According to Trenton, acceptance at 
AU was the turning point in his 
journey to becoming an academic and 
community leader.  “[It] allowed me 

to tap into my potential that always 
existed,” he says. “To this day that is 
what I believe part of my life purpose 
is, to assist people in tapping into their 
potential, especially when they do not 
think it exists.  I like to call it 
‘extracting’ their potential. I have 
realized that we all have it.  Some of 
us just need some extraction 
assistance.”  

It’s clear L. Trenton Marsh is only just 
beginning to tap into his full potential.

Capstones in progress
Erin Frankrone (CAS ’09) explains 
how in• ation decides post-college plans
The stress of developing a Capstone topic coincided exactly with my ! rst foray 
into the graduate school application process.  I began to look for a way to 
combine my topic with my post-college plans, hoping this would illuminate my 
thoughts regarding both.  I focused my energies on the question that all of my 
peers and I are facing: what’s to become of me after graduation?  
Graduate school is there, with the prospect of more homework, a dissertation 
– and a sky-high price tag.  Alternatively, I could earn a meager salary in an 
entry-level job, if I were up to the challenge of ! erce competition with my peers 
in the ever-shrinking job market for college grads.  Wouldn’t it be nice if there 
were a magic formula to help new degree holders decide how to proceed?  
Just like that, my Capstone was born.  

Like any good economics major, I am convinced that economics controls almost all 
decisions that people make, however subtly.  Graduate work is inspired by many 
different causes: some people simply need a change of pace after 
college, while others shudder to the bone when faced with the prospect of 
entering the ambiguous “real” world.  I feel that the cost of continued education 
is a large determinant of whether graduates enter into post-grad academic 
programs.  I plan to investigate the relationship between domestic in" ation and 
the real value of student loans.  I will explore how in" ation trends across 
economic sectors relate to the rate at which students take on debt, and at what 
prices and interest rates such debt is incurred.  Through this investigation, I want 
to determine how the real value of student debt over time increases or decreases 
relative to in" ation.  My goal in this study is to help students formulate 
appropriate expectations for the real value of their debt so they can act 
rationally when facing their immediate future.

Farley Miller’s (CAS ’09) triple-threat Capstone 
combines composition, production and performance
D.I.Y. (Do It Yourself) is a profound 
mantra that a good friend shared with 
me during high school at the same time 
I was seriously considering a career in 
record engineering. This idea has stuck 
with me. It is true that a good record 
cannot be made by a pro! cient 
engineer alone; a well-written song 
and an inspired performance are 
necessary to create an album worth 
remembering as well. Can all of these 
roles be ! lled by one person? 

The Honors Capstone project I have 
designed attempts to answer this 
question by putting my abilities to 
create a record from scratch to the test.

At the completion of my Capstone 
project, I will have produced two CDs 
of original music. The ! rst CD will 
include seven songs I have written 
to be performed on a solo drum set 
connected to a synthesizer, by way of 
microphones placed on and around 
the drum kit. I am currently mixing this 
half of the project. I performed and 
recorded these songs in early 
September, with tracking assistance 
from Joe Burge (CAS ’09) and 
Max Lorenzen (CAS ’09). The second 
of the two CDs will include songs I have 
written or co-written for an 
instrumental trio in which I play guitar. 
Tracking for this half of the project 

began over fall break. The music for 
both discs is experimental in nature 
and takes root in both the aesthetic of 
the basement punk shows I attended 
while growing up and the classical 
tradition to which I’ve been exposed 
in college.

My hope is that this project will serve 
as a strong portfolio of my work for 
applications to graduate programs 
and recording studios. I am thankful 
that there are so many ways to be 
involved in the creation of recorded 
music and would consider myself
lucky to make a living doing any 
or all of them. 
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The latest in the ongoing Honors Tea 
Talk series will explore the geo-strategic 
and geo-economic implications of the 
Russian war in Caucasus and engage 
students and others present in lively 
discussion.  It will be held on Tuesday, 
Nov. 11, at 5 p.m. in the SIS Lounge.

that connects the Black and Mediterra-
nean seas to the oil rich Caspian region. 

While part of the ! rst Embassy of 
Georgia established in the United 
States, Prof.  Tsereteli dealt with 
economic, business and 
transportation issues. He also 
participated in the formulation of the 
multiple pipeline strategy for the Cas-
pian region as a solution for transport-
ing the vast energy resources from the 
landlocked area.  At AU, his research 
focuses on economic and energy 

security, political risk analysis, and 
economic and business development. 
Next semester, Prof. Tsereteli will be 
teaching a new Honors Colloquium on 
globalization and economic security, 
which is designed to develop students’ 
skills for multidisciplinary analysis of the 
global political-societal and 
business-economic environments that 
affect strategic decision making and the 
shaping of the future world.    

The next Honors Tea Talk will be a 
conversation with AU librarian Bill Mayer.

Tea Talk with Prof. Mamuka Tsereteli
A native Georgian, Prof. Tsereteli will examine Georgian-Russian relationships – including geographic, 
historic, ethnic and cultural ties – and how the results of the brief war will impact the corridor that 
connects the Black and Mediterranean seas to the oil rich Caspian region.
